2. Supportive Encouragement: Cheer positively for all players, using uplifting phrases 
like "Great effort!" to foster a supportive atmosphere. 

3. Respect Officials: Allow referees to perform their duties without criticism. If you 
have concerns about officiating, please direct them to the board rather than 
addressing referees during the game. 

4. Emphasize Learning Over Winning: Remember that youth soccer is about growth, 
teamwork, and enjoyment. Celebrate learning experiences as much as victories. 

5. Stay Calm and Composed: Your demeanor on the sidelines affects not only your 
child but also their teammates and opponents. A calm presence contributes to a 
positive atmosphere. 

6. Move on After the Game: Once the game is over, it’s time to move on. Avoid 
dwelling on negative moments or conflicts and refrain from social media attacks or 
comments. 

7. Channel Concerns Appropriately: If you have concerns regarding players, 
coaches, or other parents, please send them directly to the board instead of 
addressing them during or after games.
